First started learning about kicad
Made a simple circuit
Then started with a raspberry pi extension board
Learned about footprints
Learned about buck converters
Created a buckconverter from scratch and wired it with the drivers to the pi
Realized the wires are to messy and long, so there would be noise for elektrons
Changed the layout of the wires and drivers
Asked the expert on feedback
Expert gave back feedback the track widths might not be long enough, so started looking into how long a track should be
Whilst looking for how long a track should be, found out that the current buckconverter design is to messy and long
Found out prebuild buckconverters that can be incorporated into the design.
